REPLACE THE FUSE

Most often, fuses blow bacause too many sets have been strung end-to-end. Piease do not string together more

than three(3) miniature bulb light sets.

a) Eefore changing fusés, make sure the set is unplugged. Grasp plug and remove from the receptacle or other
ouytlet device. Do not unplug by pulling on cord. .
‘Open fuse cover. Slide open fuse access cover on top of attachment plug towards blades. (see diagram}
Remove fuses carefully. Turn plug over to empty fuse compartment.

‘Risk of fire. Replace fuses only with 3 Amp, 125 Volt fuses that are included in this set,

-Close fuse cover. Make sure the fuses are being properly seated in the fuse holder then &>

bush the fuse access door all the way back to completely cover the fuse holder.
