' PREPARATION

1. Remove ali the grass and roots wilhln the pool area and 1
foot beyond. Grass and weeds can and will grow through the
liner material and the damage is not covered by the warranty.
2. After surface has been feveled. Spraad a 2" layer of mason
sand over the entire bottom area of the pool within the confines
of the wall. This protects the liner from the metal edges of the
pool. Rake out smioothly and hand tamp to pack the sand. Do
not use beach or play sand as it will not compact and will leave
. foolprmis Use virgin material that does not contain seeds or
spores,

3. Refer to Figure "A". Form a 8" X 8" earthen mound-or cove
by compacting the mason sand around the inside perimeter or
the pool area. Apreformed styrofoam cove can also be used in
place of the earthen mound, Nete: Cover the screws on the wail
Joint with Duct Tape to protect liner from being puncinred,
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4, Piace the carton in the center of the pool.

5. Carefully open the carton. Do not use a knife or any sharp
instrument that will cut through the carton and damage
the liner.

8. Unfold the liner and spread It In the sun to warm up. The -

ideal temperature should be above 70 degrees Fahrenheit.

7. Arrange the liner so it is centered in the pool. The welded

seams of the wall and fioar must fall on the center of the cove,

The floor seams should run straight and parallel {o the side of

the pool. On rectangular or octagon pools insure that corners

{ine up correctly.

8. Inspect all seams to insure that they are notopen and check

the surfaces for any holes.

9. Disregard the steps 10 through 12 if you have an over-
" lap liner.

10, The following steps are for Beaded Liners only. -

11. Fasten a round liner in place by atiaching the beaded sec-

tion in four (4) locations, the 12, 3, 6 and 9 O'clock posrtions )

See Figure “B". Similariy for a rectangular liner you would posi-
flon the corners first and then the middle points between the

each corner, on ovals, follow the instrustions for a round liner -

and then fasien in the middle of each straight side.

12. Use masking or electrical tape to hold the bead in place If
necessary. Now, from any two positions, work the bead into the
track toward the center between them, Continue untif you have
all the bead atiached fo the bead receiver. If you do not install
the liner in this manner, one of two situations will exist. Either
you will have an excess of material (a flap) or a shortage on the
circumference and you will not be able to stretch it enough to
make it fit.

13. On overlap liners lift the sides of the liner and drape them

-over the pool wall.

14,. Fasten the liner to the wall with plastic coping. Leave the
liner loose filting on the wail, DO NOT pull tight at this fime.
The floor to wall seams must be on the cove (earthen mound).
It may be necessary to fill a water bag an place it on one end of
the pool; pull on the opposite end to stretch the oor across the
bottom the pool area Being folded up in the carton it may fall
shorf. When the pooi begins to fill the water bags become
waighlless and can be removed easily.

15, Start filling the pool with.water. With abouta 1!2 inch or so
of water smooth out the wrinkles on the floor of the finer. Asoft

bristle broom will be helpful .

16. As the pool is filling remove the coping, one at a time,
around the top edge and adjust the wall length by adding or
removing material as_necessary. This step applies to overlap
liners only. Trapped air can form as waterfevel is rising, Thisis
normal. Beaded Iiners may want the usa ofavacuum system
See notes below.,

17. Do not cut out any opening in the wall fcr in-wall skimmers,
returns, lighting fixtures, etc., until wateris 3 below each of the
respective openings.

18. Continue to filf pool untll desired level is reached.

19. ATTACH “DO NOT DIVE” STICKER TO YOUR

LINER TWOQ INCHES ABOVE THE WATER LEVEL. IT
MUST BE CLEARLY VISIBLE.

INFORMATIONAL NOTES

1. Slight wrinkles may appear and is not unnatural nor does
it effect the warranty. : _

2. A vacuum system can help remove the air from behind
the liner. Insert a vacuum cleaner hose through the skimmer hole.
While vacuuming you should adjust the liner with short tugs to
eliminate wrinkles.

3. Theliner is not a structural part of the peol, Its purpose
and design is to forn a water seal. Water pressure is held by the -
pool wall and frame and not by the liner. A properly installed
liner must be supported by the ground, earthen cove and the pool
wall. An improperly installed Hner will not support the weight of
the water, resnlting in a blowout whick is nor covered by the
warranty. ' _

4. Over stretching will void the warranty. Any excess
stretching will shorten the useful life of the Hoer,
